God said to take our oaths in His name (Ref: Deut 6:13, 10:20). But, Jesus told us to not make
‘false oaths'. In other words, we tend to make a stronger oath, not with intent to honor it
but more to avoid a difficult moment. What situations are today's verses alluding to? (v. 34-36)

3. Jesus talks about oath taking starting with the phrase “you have heard”. He is saying that we

misunderstand and act incorrectly when making oaths. In other words, we think we are not
responsible as long as we don't make oaths in God's name, instead taking oaths in other names.
But, what is the real reason behind using other names to make oaths? (Ref: Mat 23:16-22)

In Israel's history, an example of using God’'s name in vain was the incident of Eli's two sons, Hophni
and Phinehas, who carried the Ark of the Covenant into battle with Philistines. (1 Sam 4:2-11)

They end up losing the battle and the Ark is taken by the enemy. It is the result of making a
baseless oath, having no intention of keeping honor and truth of God. How about us - have you
made any such oaths?

What is the promise that God made with us? And, did He keep that promise? (Ref: Rom 4:19-25,
Gen 15:6 below)
