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4. What happened when Jesus contacted/touched these two people? Share how this incident relates
to the cross.

5. Why did Jesus call the woman who had been subject to bleeding “daughter?” Share your experience
of being saved/raised up by Jesus holding your hands and calling you as a daughter/son.
